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Article 1
Purpose


To provide timely relief during emergency event for students from economically challenged families experiencing difficulties, the Asia University (herein after referred to as the University) has established the Implementation Regulation for Asia University Student Emergency Relief Fund (herein after referred to as the Regulation), which is also an effort to fulfill the spirit of helping students advocated by the Ministry of Education. 
Article 2
Applicable subjects 


This Regulation applies to active students holding valid student status in graduate program, undergraduate program, and extended study program of our University. 
Article 3
Types of emergency event and standard for relief granting 


The types of emergency event relief and standard for relief granting: 

1. Hospitalized for injury sustained in accident with hospital diagnosis report as evidence: NT$ 2,000 per person.
2. Severe injury sustained in accident: NT$5000 per person.

3. Disability sustained in accident with Disability Manual or Certificate as evidence: NT$ 6,000 per person.

4. Unsustainable economy condition due to household calamity or disaster: NT$ 10,000 per person.

5. Death in accident: NT$ 50,000 per person.
Article 4
Accident abovementioned shall mean accident occurs during commuting to and from the school or extra-curriculum activities organized by and held within the perimeter of our University.
Article 5
Light or severe injury and disability standard shall be governed by the standards stipulated by the University (evidence required). 
Article 6
Restriction of application



Applicants applying for relief in accordance with this Regulation may not apply repeatedly based on the same cause or fact. 
Article 7
Application procedure




Procedure for students to apply for emergency relief: 

1. Class teacher, department dean, or counselling drillmaster of the student experiencing emergency situations defined in Article 3 may act on behalf of the student upon learning of such situations and file application with supporting evidence to the Students Affairs Office (Life Counselling Section) for emergency relief fund. 

2. Having received the application, the Students Affairs Office (Life Counselling Section) should scrutinize the application material and provide comments, and submit to the University President for decision. 
Article 8
Application time



Upon learning of the emergency situation a student is going through, the class teacher, department dean, or counselling drillmaster of the student should file application on behalf of the student according to the following deadlines: 

1. For incidents defined in Paragraphs 1 and 2 of Article 3, apply within 2 weeks after the occurrence.

2. For other incidents, apply within 1 month after the occurrence. 
Article 9
Issuing method


The relief fund may be delivered by the President of the University, Dean of Students Affairs, department dean, class teacher, counselling drillmaster, or designated personnel when paying visit to the student.



Delivery of relief fund requires a receipt signed by the concerned party or family members. 

Article 10
Relief fund issuing method for death of student

1. Upon learning of the death of a student and to serve the purpose of the relief fund, the relief fund may be issued first without going through time-consuming due procedure as this Regulation may allow, and complete the normal administrative procedure at a later time. 

2. Upon learning the death of a student, the concerned personnel should immediately advise the Life Counselling Section and complete reporting according to the Campus Safety Incident procedure. The responsible drillmaster should prepare and then present the receipt for emergency relief fund to the Dean of Student Affairs for approval, and complete the fund issuance procedure at the Secretariat-general. 
3. The Dean of Student Affairs shall jointly complete the fund issuance procedure and at the same time determine and approve travel expense for the fund deliverer at his/her discretion depending on the urgency, distance to the deceased student's home, type of transportation, and accommodation needs required for the said delivery. 
4. After returning to the University, the deliverer of the relief fund should submit necessary papers and complete the write-off procedure within 1 week. 
Article 11 Source of fund



The source for funding implementation of this Regulation shall be allocated from account of the student financial aids of our University. 

Article 12
Miscellaneous

This Regulation is promulgated with approvals first from the Administration Meeting of our University and then the President. Amendment of this Regulation shall require the same.
